How Wildfires Cause Flooding
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Rain cannot penetrate water
repellent soil layer, so it runs off downhill.

Litter: Organic material such as needles, leaves, grass, brush, and bark.*

Water Repellent Solls: Formed when organic material such as trees, shrubs, plants and litter burn at high
intensity, water repellent compounds are vaporized, and condense on cooler soil below, which prevents
soil from absorbing water.*
